The mission of The Kingdom Discipleship School is to make disciples 
of all nations and teach them to obey everything that Jesus com-
manded in His Word (Matthew 28:19). 
 
The purpose of this school is to equip believers, those who have ac-
cepted Jesus Christ as their Lord and Savior, with both knowledge 
and understanding of the Scripture.  This will be achieved through 
sound Christian instruction.   
 
Based on 2 Timothy 3:16-17, our goal is to  thoroughly equip believ-
ers for the work that God has called them to fulfill.  We further hold 
that the abundant life that Jesus came to give is wrapped up in the 
Word and manifested in its application (John 10:10).  Therefore, The 
Kingdom Discipleship School will assist its students in seeking God’s 
kingdom and His righteousness first so that they may glorify God as 
He blesses them with a full and  meaningful life, serving Him and His   
people (Matthew 6:33). 

Schedule 
• June 15, 2008 — Registration begins.

Classes will include Level One and Level Two courses as well an elective class (see 
descriptions on the right)  and several additional offerings (see back of catalog).  
Student must successfully complete at least 2 classes at their current level before be-
ginning to take classes at the next level.

 Classes for Spring Quarter 2008  

Level One: 
Purpose Driven Life – This study “will help you understand why you are alive and 
God’s amazing plan for you – both here and now, and for eternity.”  As you come to 
know God’s purpose for creating you, you will be set free to live the abundant lives 
that God intended.  This study unquestionably will prove to be a life-changing course 
for you - “setting your feet firmly on the right path.” 

 
Christianity 1-on-1 – The Body Life Journey -  This study will help you discover 
your new identity in Christ, grow in your relationship with Christ, develop meaning-
ful relationships, identify your unique, God-given Spiritual Gifts, identify your enthusi-
asm for ministry areas, and invest your life in personal ministry through service in 
your church. 

 
Evangelism – Sharing Jesus Without Fear - This course will teach you to how to 
initiate the fulfillment of the Great Commission by teaching you to share your faith 
with those who are lost.  You will learn how to share the Gospel naturally in a non 
threatening way and experience the true joy of sharing your faith without failure. 

 
Called and Accountable – This study will lead men and women to explore the life-
transforming, world-changing call that God gives every follower of Christ. Just as He 
did throughout the Bible, God is still calling His people, at this very hour, to accom-
plish His eternal purposes in redeeming the lost. You will discover answers to the 
following: What is a call? Who are the called? How am I called? When am I called? 
and How do I live out the call? 

 

Level Two: 
Spiritual Gifts – As believers, God has gifted us with spiritual gifts of the same 
Spirit, the Holy Spirit, for the common good.  Through this course, you will discover 
the differences between gifts, talents and roles.  You will also learn how to use your 
spiritual gift(s) to build God’s kingdom by helping the Church grow and reaching out 
to the community.
